To calculate the cost of a chop, determine the united inches by 

adding any two adjoining sides of the frame.  Round off to the 

next highest number in the left hand column of the United Inches 

Chart.  Follow that row to the column corresponding to the width 

of the liner.  That footage, multiplied by the per-foot chop price of 

the chosen liner equals the cost of the chop.

Note:      All chops will be cut to rabbet measurement with a 1/8" 

standard allowance, unless specified otherwise.

It is generally preferred that the GRAIN of the fabric on framed pieces runs LANDSCAPE (horizontally).  This is in keeping with the GRAIN as 

it appears on draperies and on wall coverings.  The GRAIN, as referred to here, runs from edge to edge across the width as indicated on 

the sketch.  Bear in mind that many fabrics have no distinct GRAIN to speak of, and that in such cases this instruction does apply.

The piece to be covered has outside dimensions of 24" Width  x 36" Height.  If the piece is PORTRAIT (GRAIN running along the short side of 

the board), you will need to order 1 full yard.  If the piece is LANDSCAPE (GRAIN running along the long side of the board), you will need 

only 2/3 of a yard.

When ordering, please remember to specify both PATTERN name and COLOR name.  Always verify that the width of the fabric is 

adequate for your needs.  Please note that there is NO MINIMUM ORDER REQUIREMENT.  You may order fractions of a yard.

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How to Hand-Wrapped Fabric Mats

This instruction has been provided as a service to our customers.

Hand-Wrapped Fabric Mats

Immediately place the fabric on the mat (See Figure 1).   It will not adhere until you apply pressure.   This is the time to orient the 

fabric; make sure the grain is straight, and so on.  Once you are satisfied that this is so, begin to apply pressure with the tips of the 

fingers.  The sooner you start to apply pressure (the fresher the adhesive is), the better it will penetrate the fibers of the fabric.  And 

this is what determines the effectiveness of the bond.   Start by locating the bevel and the corners, then massage the face of the 

mat, gradually increasing pressure as the seconds tick by.   Continue to do so for two or two-and-a-half minutes to ensure a firm 

bond.  To remove the excess fabric, turn the mat face down on your  cutting surface.  Using a sharp razor blade, and using the 

outside edge of the mat as a guide, cut away the excess fabric (See Figure 2).  Next, cut the window out of the fabric, leaving 

about one inch of fabric to wrap around the window of the mat (Figure 3).

WRAPPING MATS - Materials needed:   Fabric, mat, FABRIMOUNT, foam-type paint roller, sharp razor 

blades, cutting surface (scrap matboard works best), and a piece of cardboard or heavy paper 

larger than the mat. (Please refer to the accessories page) 

Begin by cutting the mat in the normal manner.  A regular bevel works best.  If a fillet is to be used, a 

reverse bevel is recommended.  Please note that all fabrics, including Framing Fabrics fabrics, are 

guaranteed to have imperfections.  For this reason we recommend that you place the mat under 

the fabric to select the section of fabric you want to use.  At this point, it is important to make sure 

the grain of the fabric is straight.  This done, trim the fabric to about one inch from the outside edge 

of the mat and set the fabric aside.  Place the mat on cardboard or heavy paper and you are ready 

to start using the FABRIMOUNT.  

Pour an adequate amount of FABRIMOUNT into a paint tray. FABRIMOUNT is similar in viscosity to pancake batter, so it is possible to 

simply pour it onto a piece of scrap matboard if you donõt have a clean paint tray available.  Pour enough adhesive to complete 

your project without having to stop and pour more.  Remember, time is critical because this is an air-dry adhesive.  The formulation 

is perfect as is, so please DO NOT DILUTE!  (Diluting will reduce the adhesive quality and increase the potential for warpage.)

òLoadó the roller with adhesive, removing any excess as you would if you were painting.  Apply a uniform coat to the mat, making 

sure to include the bevel and the corners.  Take the time to remove any runs or concentrations of adhesive that might bleed 

through the fabric.  This is easy to do if you are using the right tool: a foam-type paint roller.  As soon as you have a uniform coat, 

remove the mat from the cardboard or paper and place it on a clean cutting surface.  You now have about two minutes to 

accomplish the following.

Another potential problem is òair bubblesó, or a loosening of the fabric.  

This condition usually results when there is no adhesion .  The lack of 

adhesion is caused by a) an insufficient amount of adhesive, b) the 

adhesive dried before any pressure was applied, or c) you didnõt use 

FABRIMOUNT.

Finally, using the roller, apply a one-inch band of adhesive around the 

back of the window of the mat 

(Figure 5).  Begin the wrapping process by starting in the middle of 

each side and working your way toward the corners (Figure 6).  Wrap 

one or two inches at a time, making sure the fabric is wrapped 

smoothly all along the bevel.  When wrapping, it is never necessary to 

force, stretch, or pull the fabric.  Simply place the fabric where you 

want it and press it down with your hands, gently at first, gradually 

increasing the pressure as the adhesive dries.  Finish by carefully paying 

extra attention to the corners.  It is a good idea to add a little adhesive 

to the back of each corner to guarantee a good bond and to 

eliminate the possibility of fraying.

From the time you pour the FABRIMOUNT, you can expect to spend 

approximately eight to ten minutes wrapping and trimming a mat.

TROUBLE-SHOOTING - FABRIMOUNT is a very user-friendly adhesive, so itõs 

difficult to use it wrong.  If, however, you should experience òbleed-

throughó, the chances are that you will be able to save the project if 

you simply leave it alone and let it dry.  Most of the time, you will not be 

able to see it because it dries clear.  If you can see it, you will probably 

be able to peel it off.  Trying to clean it while it is fresh will only result in 

grinding it into the fabric, making it impossible to remove.

The next step is to cut the fabric diagonally at each corner (Figure 4), taking the precaution not to cut beyond the 

bevel of the mat.  If you cut too far, the bevel of the mat will be exposed when you wrap the window.  This is a common mistake 

among beginners, and it is a mistake that can be very easily avoided by taking the above precaution.

Hand-Wrapped Fabric Liners

WRAPPING LINERS - Materials needed: Fabric, liner, FABRIMOUNT, foam-type paint roller, a sharp pair of scissors, sharp razor blades, a clean 

cutting surface.

Lay the fabric on the cutting surface and place the four legs of the liner on it.  

If the fabric has a noticeable ògrainó, take the precaution to lay the vertical 

(side) legs against  the grain, and the horizontal (top and bottom) legs with 

the grain (See figure 7).  Please note that the grain always runs across the 

width of the fabric, from edge to edge.)  By doing so, you will wind up with 

the grain running horizontally across the picture after the liner is joined.  This is 

in keeping with the grain as it appears on drapes, wall coverings, and wall 

treatments in general.

Begin by chopping the liner in the normal manner.  For purposes of this instruction, we will describe the procedure for òend wrappingó the liners.  

This means that the mitered edges will be wrapped with fabric so that you will be joining fabric-to-fabric, providing a high-quality, òtucked-inó, 

upholstered look at the corners.

Trim the fabric from the back of the liner by using a sharp razor blade, and use sharp scissors to trim around the mitered edges (Figure 9), following 

the outline of the profile.  To complete the procedure, use the edge of the roller to apply adhesive under the lip of the liner then wrap the fabric 

carefully around the lip, starting at the center of each leg and working your way toward the mitered ends (Figure 10).  The last step consists simply 

of running a razor blade along the inside corner under the lip, cutting away the excess fabric.   When all four legs are complete, you may join the 

liner using your preferred joining method.  

   --- Here it is important to note that many fabrics have no noticeable grain to speak of, in which case you would place all four legs with the grain 

in the interests of using the least fabric possible. --- Using a sharp razor blade, cut four strips of fabric, one for each leg, leaving about one inch 

extra all around.  Be sure to keep the strips of fabric with the appropriate legs so as to avoid mistakes.  You are now ready to start using the 

FABRIMOUNT.

Pour FABRIMOUNT into a paint tray.  FABRIMOUNT is similar in viscosity to pancake batter, so it is possible to pour it onto a piece of scrap matboard 

if you donõt have a clean paint tray available.  Pour enough adhesive to complete the project without having to stop and pour more.  

Remember, time is critical because this is an air-dry adhesive.  The formulation is perfect as is, so please DO NOT DILUTE!  (Diluting will reduce the 

adhesive quality and increase the potential for swelling.)

òLoadó the roller with adhesive and begin applying the adhesive to the face and the mitered edges of the liner (Figure 8).  Please  be sure to 

eliminate any runs or concentrations of adhesive that might cause bleed-through .  As soon as you have a uniform coat, place the fabric on the 

liner and make sure that the grain is properly aligned.  Remember, the fabric will not adhere until you apply pressure.  When wrapping deep 

scoops, it is preferable to adhere the fabric to the center of the scoop first  then work it gently toward the lip and the top.   This will minimize any 

stress that might later cause the fabric to òbubbleó.  It is not necessary to pull or stretch the fabric when mounting. Simply massage the fabric onto 

the liner, gradually increasing the pressure as the adhesive dries.  The only exception might be on deep scoops, where you may have to exert a 

little more òforceó than usual on the fabric to get the mitered edges covered.

MOUNTING PRINTS, POSTERS, and CANVAS TRANSFERS - When mounting paper items, proceed as above, but allow the FABRIMOUNT to dry for 

four or five minutes .  (Do not wait longer than five minutes.  If the adhesive dries too much, you will not be able to reactivate it.  And please 

do not attempt to mount paper on wet adhesive.)  As soon as the five minutes elapse, position your art on the substrate then cover with 

protective paper and place in a heat press for three minutes at 180 degrees.  The heat will reactivate the adhesive, providing an excellent, 

economical bond.

From the time you pour the FABRIMOUNT, you can expect to spend about 15 minutes wrapping and trimming a liner.  With practice, you can cut 

the time down to ten or twelve minutes.
